Now install the
remaining three screws info the backing plate, tightening them just enough so that all screws can move within the adjustment slots.

9. To attain the final position, flip the Hasp over the Lock, insert the key and rotate clockwise to allow full hasp locking. Move the Hasp so that it
is centered over the Lock. Adjust as required fo attain equal clearances around the Lock. At the base of the hinging plate, mark around the plate
with a pencil to indicate the final location.

10. Unlock the Hasp and remove the key. While ensuring that hinge plate is correctly located around the pencil marks, tighten the screws one by
one. When alignment is complete, secure all screws firmly and then fit all remaining dome-nuts.
